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Talking Points for District Leaders with
School Leaders/Teachers and Peers

These talking points provide a snapshot of New Worlds Reading and can be used for
conversations with school leaders and teachers in your district to help them better

understand how this program seeks to come alongside them to support students.

e Florida’'s free reading program is open for applications! New Worlds Reading
mails eligible students 9 free books and reading activities each school year
through fifth grade to strengthen literacy skills, build reading confidence, and

foster a lifelong love of reading.

o New Worlds Reading was created in June 2021 by the Florida legislature,

receiving bipartisan support.

o The UF Lastinger Center for Learning is the state-appointed
administrator of the program. In turn, the UF Lastinger Center selected

Scholastic to procure and distribute the books.

o Books are selected in collaboration with the Florida Department of
Education and are available in English, Spanish, Haitian Creole, and

braille.

e More than 960,000 Florida children are eligible to receive free books and
activities from New Worlds Reading.

e To be eligible, a child must be in VPK and not yet meeting age-appropriate
standards according to FAST Star Early Literacy or in K-5th grade and not yet

reading on grade level in a public or charter school.

o Standardized test scores and/or a teacher assessment can help
determine students’ eligibility.
m VPKis eligible if: scoring below the 40th percentile on FAST Star
Early Literacy/Reading.
m Kindergarten - Grade 2 are eligible if: scoring below the 40th

percentile on FAST Star Early Literacy/Reading or receiving Tier 2 or
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Tier 3 Reading Intervention Support (as reported by districts in

Survey 2 and Survey 3).

m Grades 3 - 5 are eligible if: scoring below Level 3 on FAST
assessments or receiving Tier 2 or Tier 3 Reading Intervention
Support (as reported by districts in Survey 2 and Survey 3).

Here are the key facts:

o

Once enrolled, eligible students automatically remain in the program
until they graduate fifth grade, even if their reading scores improvel!
Enrolled students receive 9 high-quality books each year through fifth
grade, with the potential to receive up to 63 free books if they enroll
starting in VPK!

Families can select materials in English, Spanish, Haition Creole or braille.
New Worlds Reading also provides literacy resources and activities for
families and caregivers to participate in reading with children and also
helps to strengthen language interactions and conversation skills. It's
about increasing the quantity and quality of language interaction.
Each year, families and students can select the books students want to
read. Whether it's delivering tried-and-true classics to students before
they read them in the classroom or supplementing existing reading
guides with new favorites, you can expect each enrolled student to
receive a monthly book delivery that's curated to them.

New Worlds Reading delivers an interesting, diverse list of authors and

genres to keep students engaged.
